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HOW TOUGH WAS IT 7?7?77

The 2000 World/National Championship presented a course of fire that definitely
challenged all the competitors. Being the premier match of the year added the ele-
ment of emotional pressure on top of the degree of difficulty attributable to the lay-
outs of the three courses. Out of 125 competitors, only 14 shooters hit more than
80% of the targets and none of them reach the 90% mark. Course difficulty is not
easy to quantify because of the multiplicity of factors but the following is raw data
and you can come to your own conclusions as to how tough it was in Minnesota.

Inaugural Badgerland Open

Field Target Championships
October 7, 2000

The day finally arrived for our first AAFTA sanctioned Field Target
Match and the weather forecast was not cooperating. With predic-
tion of freezing temperatures and possibilities of the seasons' first
snow, | nervously awaited the contestants. Even with the entice-
ments of fire pits and prizes, | was concerned that the weather
would keep away some of our regulars. | was glad to see that
almost all of our members showed up and some additional visitors
as well. The course was only finalized the week prior to the shoot
and so had little previous experience with its targets and layout.
The layout was tough and if scored on the Troyer Difficulty Chart, it
measured a whopping 46.7 difficulty rating. Yes that's right, almost
10 points higher than the Worlds/Nationals. Our course is well wind
protected, being that it is in the middle of a pine forest, and so we
felt a more difficult course would keep us in good competitive prac-
tice. However, the days' winds where extreme and with some tar-
gets high up in trees, they were swaying with the wind. Presto, a
field target in motion. Hopefully you could match your pulse to it or
better yet, shiver in conjunction with the wind.

The course was 60 shots spread out on 25 lanes. Targets ranged
from 10.5 yards to one actually set at 58 yards. Kill zones ranged
from 3/8" to 1-1/2" with majority being in the 3/4" range. We had 4
off-hands and several up in trees. The course was well diversified.
We didn't have any cold lines nor did any of the Zasadny made tar-
gets malfunction. The KZ's were freshly painted and Allen took
great pains to locate each target in a natural setting. Even set up
the target so that its base was not visible to the shooter, allowing
him only to see the animal in a natural landscape. Allen enjoys
screwing in extra branches to trees that support our targets.

Brian McLaughlin came in second place shooting really well on the
off hands and a long pheasant shot with a small KZ. | finished just
ahead of Brian for first place, being able to clean only two lanes
consecutively. Neither of us felt that we wanted to give up on our
spring guns, rather, we thought that it was fun to shoot the modified
scoring system (2 pts. for a kill, 1 point for a face-hit, O for a miss).

Awards included Custom Etched Glass first place trophies and
framed Award Certificates for second and third place. In addition to
these awards each participant was presented with a souvenir Bad-
gerland key chain with thermometer and compass.

It's cool enough now to shoot closer to home so we will abandon our mountain venue until next summer. This
month’s match was held at the Rio Salado Sportsman’s Club on the northeast edge of Phoenix. The 40 shot
course was set up near a wash in a rocky, brushy, hilly area. In the desert, it takes years for a small bush to grow
and it takes decades for a cactus to develop so we are very careful in placing targets and setting shooting lanes.
At this venue, the cover is dense enough that our maximum range is limited to 45 yards. To compensate for the
lack of distance we use smaller kill zones.

The combination of difficult, moderate, and easy (these are illusions) targets resulted in an average difficulty fac-
tor of about 35. The difficult targets were plentiful enough to scatter the scores but a cluster developed at the 32-
point level resulting in a 3-way shoot-off. As the shoot-off began, Adam sat down and toppled the 45-yard target
3 times in a row. Larry went next, missing two before deciphering the wind and killing on the third shot. Debbie
missed her first shot but saw the pellet hit the target face and compensated to tip the target on each of the next
two shots.
